Service workers at all nine UC Campuses, five Medical Centers, and Lawrence Berkeley Labs struck UC yesterday, April 14, 2005, to demonstrate their commitment to a fair contract, and to oppose UC’s failure to bargain in good faith.  

 “Today should serve as a lesson to UC that they should never again overlook Service Workers,”  said Javier Ruiz,  a Cook at UC Irvine.   “We have shown the University that we will not stop until they treat us with respect and dignity.”  
The Strike caused mass chaos on every campus, and UC was forced to shut down Cafeterias, Shuttle and Parking services,  and Custodial Care throughout the State.   

Solidarity from the Community was overwhelming. Hundreds of members of CUE, UPTE, UAW, and C.N.A. refused to go to work.  Construction was shut down by hundreds of Building Trades Workers walking off the job. Students supporters led sit-ins,  marches on Administration,  and took control of the the streets.  Union workers delivering supplies to UC refused to cross picket lines.

Politicians, faculty, and other California Union Leaders walked the picket line with us, offered help, and donated food to Strikers. 
What’s Next: 

3299 will continue to push the University to make significant changes in its proposals with a series of actions taking place throughout the weekend. UC has called for negotiations on Monday.  Should the University fail to negotiate a fair contract, 3299, UC union members, and student supporters are preparing a series of increasingly militant actions in the weeks to come.
